Bargain Matinee
Lap Blanket

skill Level: £ 4

Size: Approximately 30" x 40”

Materials: 1400 yards worsted weight yarn
or 700 yards chunky weight yarn

Needles: US #13-32” circular needle
Notions: Right side marker, tapestry needle

Gauge:  10.5 stitches = 4” in garter stitch (knit every row)
11 stitches = 4” in pattern stitch

Abbreviations:

k = knit
k2tog = knit two stitches together by working two stitches instead of one
p = purl

yo = yarn over, bring yarn around needle
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Bargain Matinee Lap Blanket, cont.

Note:

The Pattern:

Cast on 82 stitches
Starting Border: Knit 10 rows

Row 1: knit across row (placing marker on this row to denote right side of lap blanket)
Row 2: k5, purl to last 5 stitches, k5
Row 3: knit across row

Row 4. k5, *k2tog twice, (p1, yo) 4 times, k2tog twice; repeat from * to last 5 stitches, k5

Repeat Rows 1-4 until lap blanket measures 38 inches from the cast on edge, after
having just finished Row 4.

Ending Border: Knit 10 rows
Finishing:
Bind off loosely.

Weave in all ends.
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
